1.  Election of Officers and PU 101 Form ï In March or April, your club should have Election of Officers.  The Secretary of 

your club will complete the PU 101 listing your new officers and submit Lion Clubs International by May 15th.  Your 

new District Governor needs this information to be able to complete his/her district directory.  Letôs help our new Dis-

trict Governor! 

 

2.  LCI & NYS&B Dues - As of February 15, 2017, 14 clubs in our district have not paid their NYS and Bermuda dues.  As 

of February 28th, 4 clubs owe LCI dues over 60 days and 11 clubs have a current balance.  Some of this current balance 

can be dues if you have added new members.  Remember, to be a voting delegate at the State Convention, you must have 

your club dues paid, for both LCI and the Multiple District by April 20th.  There will be no EXCEPTIONS.  They must be 

recorded not postmarked.  Letôs get 100 percent of dues paid! 

 

3.  Delegate Form for State Convention ï Your club secretary received a Delegate Form for State Convention.  Please vote 

on your delegates and send in.  Letôs make your vote count! 

 

4.  State Convention ï This yearôs State Convention will be held in Lake Placid on May 5 ï 7th.  The Council of District 

Governors voted to put ñRedistrictingò on the ballot at State Convention.  All delegates in the multiple will vote to deter-

mine whether it passes or not.  We need a great turnout from our district at Convention to help get this passed.  Please 

send delegates from your club to State Convention for this very important issue.
